Uses correct initial sounds in most

Writes many consonant –vowel-consonant 
words (i.e., demonstrates the alphabetic 
principle) (CCSS L2c) 

 

Writes phonetically spelled words 
(CCSS L 2d) 

Writes left to right, & return sweeps 

Uses correct initial and ending sounds in

Uses transition words to move reader from 
one detail to the next (3)
